Show picture and have students recall name.
Basic Computer Setup:  Vocabulary Matching (Note:  put this file on students desktop)
Model activity with students.  Have them practice “click and drag” to move the vocabulary word to the right box to complete each sentence.  Check in pairs and / or as a class.


What’s the Point – Mouse Review 
Have the students look at their screen while they listen to you say the definition of one of the new mouse vocabulary words.  Instruct students to move to the folder they think is correct and double-click to check.
