ever, halted at a dead end because 
Metro Transit is contending with 
its financial deficits. 

The company is facing high fuel 
costs and is raising bus fares yet 
again. On July 1, youth fares and 
senior fares will cost 25 cents more 
than before. This follows a 25-cent 
hike in adult fares that has been ef-
fective since March. 

Monthly passes for disabled and 
senior passengers are also going 
up from $5.50 to $9, followed by 
Metro Transit Access passes from 
$13.50 to $18.

Although the possibility of get-
ting reduced fare passes for SCC 
student seems grim, next year’s 
Student Body Parliament President 
Yasuhiro Sumino plants to work 
towards getting reduced bus pass-
es for SCC students in the coming 
months.
