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BB 9.1 FOR EXPERIENCED BB USERS

· Making the homepage the entry point to your classroom:  CONTROL PANEL > Customization > Style

· Adjusting the look of Bb 9

· Organizing the course menu / left hand navigation bar

· Drag to move:  click on gray, left arrow and drag
· To Hide: click on white arrow pointing to the left on right side of course menu

· To collapse: double-up white arrows to left our course name above course menu

· More options:  icons above course menu and course name

· List view / folder view

· Display course menu in a window

· Refresh

· Change Content of course menu / left hand navigation bar:  

· Contextual menu on right of each button (gray double-down arrows)


· You also can adjust your course menu by going to: Plus/add sign on top > any option
