Applicant must be presently enrolled at SCC for 3 - 11 academic credits.
Applicant must be currently working 25 — 40 hours per week.

2. Shoreline Community College unofficial transcripts through winter 2012.
3. One page personal essay stating your qualifications, including:
Career interests, personal background, educational goals.
4, One page essay answering the following question:

How is Shoreline Community College preparing you for the future?

Recipient will be required:

1. To attend SCC with a minimum of three credits per quarter and maintain a minimum 2.5 GPA each
quarter in order to maintain their scholarship.
2. Attend the SCC Foundation Award Presentation.
