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Criteria for Eligibility
Applicant must:
= Be a Washington state resident (as defined by the college).
= Have completed at least 30 credits at Shoreline Community College.
Have completed at least two mathematic courses at or above the calculus level at SCC.
= Have at least a 3.5 grade point average in mathematic courses taken at SCC.
= Intend to pursue a degree in mathematics at an accredited college or university.
= Show promise of continued growth in mathematics.

To be considered, each applicant must submit 4 copies of the following in collated packets:

Completed application.

Unofficial Shoreline Community College transcript through winter 2012.

One to two page essay describing your interest in mathematics and your professional goals.
Permission to contact all math instructors.

Name of three references (outside of Shoreline’s math faculty) their phone numbers, email addresses
and their relationship to you (do not include family members).
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Recipient will be required to attend the SCC Foundation award presentation.

Applicants may be asked to interview.
