The Pre-Med Club Constitution

Article I
Name

A. The official name of this club shall be The Pre-Medical Sciences (Pre-Med) Club.

Article II
Purpose



The purpose of this club is:

A. To supply its members with current information about the Health Sciences.

B. To provide a medium for guest speakers to come to shoreline and speak to those interested in the health sciences.

C. To give back to the community by providing service oriented volunteer work to local health care institutions.

D. To provide academic support for its members in regards to the medical school application process.

Article III
Membership

A. Membership is intended for any person who is interested in the health sciences including: pre-med, pre-dent, and pre-pharm students. Although our club will be tailored to the aforementioned groups, anyone is welcome to join.

Article IV
Officers

A. The Pre-Med club shall have a total of four officers restricted to President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary.

B. The President, Vice-President, and Treasurer are to be elected by the members of the club by a simple majority secret ballot vote.

C. The Secretary shall be appointed by the newly elected president within one week of his/her election to office and ratified by the Vice-president and Treasurer by a unanimous verbal vote.

D. Elections for all applicable offices are to be held during the 6th week of the spring quarter on an annual basis.

E. Each officer will serve a one-year term starting the day after the last day of the spring quarter and ending the last day of the following spring quarter.

F. Vacancies in any office shall be filled immediately via direct appointment by the President.

G. The officers within the club are responsible for organizing meetings, club promotion, and all bureaucratic red tape.

H. The officers must meet on a regular frequency to plan activities.

I. The officers of the club must be able to attend every meeting.

J. The Secretary shall be responsible for keeping the notes and minutes of every meeting.

K. If a vacancy in the presidency shall occur the current vice president shall be appointed the new president of the club.

Article V
Meetings

A. The Pre-Med club shall meet no less than two times per month during fall, winter and spring quarters. Summer quarter meetings are dependent on active membership and scheduling and frequency shall be determined by members active during the summer quarter.
B. Locations, times, and dates of the meetings must be decided upon by the President and Vice President in collaboration with club members.

C. It is the responsibility of the President and Vice President to notify its members of the location and time of any and all club meetings.

Article VI
Funds
A. The President and other officers if necessary must petition the Student Body Association for a base budget. This must be done so on an annual basis.

B. The club, through various fund raising measures, shall raise other funds if necessary.

C. The President and vice president shall decide how the budget is spent, with veto power given to the Treasurer and Secretary.

D. Any proposed use of club funds amounting to a sum of greater than $100 must be ratified by a hand vote of no less than 10 club members.

Article VII
Amendments

A. It shall be noted that this document is considered to be living and can be changed at anytime if the following conditions are met

B. Any member of the club can suggest a change in the constitution.

1. The suggested change must be formally written in a letter to the vice president where he/she must make a motion to hold a special meeting where a vote pertaining to the constitutional change can be held. 

2. All members of the club must be notified of the “special meeting” with its date and time.

3. No less than 20 club members must be present in order for the special meeting to be official.

4. The proposed change must be addressed to the club in no less than 200 words and must include a statement of impact.

5. Any member shall have a chance to voice his/her support or opposition to the change.

6. Approval for a special vote on the change must be won by a simple majority hand vote of all attending members.

7. A secret vote shall then be held on the change where ¾ of all attending members, including all officers, must be won in order for the change to be presented to the president.

8. Once the change is presented to the president he must sign it into law.
