1. Meeting called to order at 6:40 pm
2. Steve gave an update on the 2005 FOLC.  All the DEC advisors felt that it was a successful fall conference for faculty and students.

3. Laura presented an update on the progress of developing the new leadership classes.  

4. Laura gave an update on the fashion merchandising program.
5. David updated the committee on the sports marketing degree program.  At this time, the faculty has decided to put the project on hold until the college Master Plan has been adopted by the Shoreline City Council.
6. Laura reviewed each of the field trips that BusAd students have participated in since last academic year.

7. Laura informed the committee that the next BIG Event was scheduled for Wednesday, November 16th.  The keynote speaker would be Rick Kaglic, Chief Economist for Employment Security.  His presentation would focus upon employment trends in the Puget Sound area.
8. Laura and Peter then divided the committee into small groups.  Each group was to brainstorm ideas for procuring funds to fully endow a Business Administration scholarship.  We will need to raise $25,000 to fully endow the scholarship.  Ideas to raise funds included:

a. Requesting donations from vendors who do business with SCC

b. Seek grants/donations from organizations/foundations which identify community colleges as a target recepient in their mission statements

c. Have students plan, organize and implement one or more of the following:

i. A sports tournament (i.e. golf tournament)

ii. An auction

iii. An “a-thon” (i.e. walk-a-thon)

iv. A concert (held in an off campus venue, Benaroya Hall)

v. A carnival

vi. A series of movies (held in an off campus venue)

vii. A dinner event

viii. A lecture series (similar to The Colbert Lecture Series)

9. Steve presented an update on his proposal to create a new law class more focused on business.  The current law class, BusAd 250, is more of an introduction to law class.  Caren moved that the BusAd Advisory Committee support Steve’s initiative to create this class.  Anthony seconded the motion.  The committee members expressed repeatedly that a law class of this proposed content would be very beneficial to the students who were pursuing the two-year AAAS degrees.  The motion was approved unanimously.
10. David presented to the committee proposed planning sheets for one-year certificates of proficiency in Entrepreneurship, Fashion Merchandising, General Business, Marketing and Retail Management.  Miranda moved that the planning sheets be approved.  Caren seconded the motion.  Since these planning sheets were created from the AAAS degree planning sheets that the committee supported last academic year, the ensuing discussion was very supportive.  The committee members felt that these certificates would provide SCC students with certification for short term training situations.  The motion was approved unanimously.
11. David informed the committee that at our next meeting that the focus would be on creating internships for our students.
12. Peter informed the committee members that their next meeting would be held Wednesday, March 1st, 2006, 6:30 – 8:00 p.m.
