Keith McGlashan, Chair, called the meeting to order.

Minutes from the 9/23/04 Meeting were approved.

Business Discussion

Medical Aesthetics Program

Garnis Olliverre, part-time Cosmetology faculty at Shoreline, presented the curriculum for a potential Medical Aesthetics Program at Shoreline. Garnis currently has her own day spa and has taught aesthetics at Seattle Central Community College. State law requires that this curriculum be at least 600 hours in length. Her curriculum is 720 hours and would require students to first have Anatomy and Physiology, Word Processing 100,

and CPR & First Aid.  This program is proposed to be an evening program Tuesday through Saturday at 28 hours a week.  Classes would run from 4:30-9:30 PM – Tuesday through Friday and Saturday 9 to 5 PM.  A maybe start date is Fall 2005.  Employers in the Aesthetics field will be asked to join this advisory committee:  Patricia Valentine, Susan Espanol & Anne Martin.

Program Description-

Aesthetics means skin care of the face, neck and hands including hot compresses, massage, electrical or mechanical appliances or nonabrasive chemical compounds formulated for professional application only and the temporary removal of unwanted hair.  This licensing program is designed to prepare students to take the Washington State Department of licensing Estheticians Examination.  Upon licensing, the students will be qualified for positions in medical offices (dermatologists and plastic surgeons) and day spas and hair design salons. 

Advisory committee members validated and supported the concept of bringing an Aesthetics Program to Shoreline.  Labor market data indicates that this is a growth field and a family living wage career pathway of approximately $14 per hour.

According to Berta Lloyd there could be some funding issues for this program because of enrollment shortfalls at the College.

Career & Technical Education Week-February 14-18, 2005
Berta Lloyd reported on CTE Week which is a weeklong celebration in support of professional-technical education.  Highlights include a Career Fair, employment preparation workshops and the showcasing of many training programs. On Wednesday February 16, 9-Noon,  Cosmetology students will present their famous Cut-A-Thon & Fashion Show in the PUB in coordination with the Fashion Merchandising Program. Friday, February 18, Local Cosmetology Salons will Interview Cosmetology students. Twelve Salons are participating.

The Campus Salon Price List

A revised Campus Salon Price List was reviewed by the committee.  There is a Level I section for beginning students and a Level II section for advanced students. Keith McGlashan made the suggestion the price differences need to be more for Level II students.  The committee recommended that the program lead revise it. 

It was recommended that A Day of Beauty needs to go on the price list.

New Cosmetology Site Tour

Committee members were exceptionally impressed with the new state of the art facility. Keith McGlashan stated that this puts Shoreline’s program ahead of the competition and is on par with other private training institutions.

Open House
All committee members were invited to the Open House to celebrate the opening of the new Cosmetology facility:  March 17, 4:30 to 6:30 PM-$1 hair cuts will be offered as well as delicious food. This is sponsored by the Shoreline Foundation.
