Introduction

-         Lee Libby made introductions

 

Approval of minutes of last meeting

-         Lee Libby asked if the meeting minutes had been reviewed. 

-         They had and were then approved

 

Marketing

· Linda Forst – Linda Forst and Randy Tibbs went to Sno-Isle for the second time to talk to students about the SCC Criminal Justice Program and the Emergency Dispatcher Program. They plan to make it an annual event.
· Linda approached John Turner about having a link to the SCC program at www.publicsafetytesting.com. John was not receptive at this time, but indicated that if he was, he would contact Lee Libby.
·  Lee Libby stated that he had not been contacted but is willing to make a link from the Criminal Justice site to publicsafetytesting.com and ask them to reciprocate. Also, the numbers for the criminal justice program are down overall and even though the numbers for the Emergency Dispatcher program are still low, Lee receives numerous phone calls about the program. But, the total enrollment numbers across campus are down.
· Terry Taylor – some night criminal justice classes have had to been canceled in the past, but not recently. Enrollments across different campuses are down, not just at SCC.
· Chief Peterson – this would explain the low number of applicants for the police depts. Perhaps this is a trend across the field.
·  Berta Lloyd – a link between publicsafetytesting.com and the Criminal Justice department may help the numbers with the dispatcher course.

· Lee Libby - Emergency Dispatcher brochure
·  The brochure erroneously stated that a 4 year bachelor’s degree was required to get into the program. This problem has been fixed.  However, it is not known how much of a role this faulty brochure might have contributed to the low enrollments in the Emergency Dispatcher program.
·  Forrest Conover – is there a place that job openings are posted?

         Berta Lloyd – in the career center in FOSS.

· Lee – Several sites that provide police employment opportunities are linked on the SCC Criminal Justice home page.
· Lee Libby –   Lee informed the committee about regular announcements for dispatcher positions with Snohomish Community Transit that start at about $21/hour. However, applicants also need to obtain a commercial bus license within 6 months, so there is not a lot of appeal for our students.
· Forrest Conover – Dispatch centers in the area are considering consolidating because of the low number of applicants. There is demand, the field is hiring. 
· o       Berta Lloyd – should there be an industry rep for dispatchers on the advisory committee?

         Steve Perry, an Advisory Committee member who was not able to attend is the director of SnoCom.
· Lee Libby – Seattle Weekly interview
· Lee did an interview with Seattle Weekly. The interview was related to a forthcoming book by former Seattle Police Chief Norm Stamper, but Lee felt he managed to get some  exposure for the SCC Criminal Justice Program. Will also go on Cop Talk radio program for additional exposure to talk about the criminal justice and dispatcher programs. Hopefully there will be listeners that are interested in the program. There is also information on the Criminal Justice website about the dispatcher program.

 

New classes

· Lee Libby – creating a new class that is writing centered (“Bullets and Badges: Exploring Policing Through Film”)
· Students will be required to write critically based on films that center on the police field. Crim J 285 (demonstration course).

· This program is aimed at working on the students writing abilities.
· To help improve computer literacy, which has been an issue, Lee requires that all documents be sent electronically and all of his and Linda’s classes but one have an online component.

 

Status of online development

-        Lee Libby – Online courses

· Lee is having 5 credits of release time in the fall quarter to develop the Criminal Evidence and Constitutional Law class and another faculty member will be  teaching one of Lee’s assigned classes . 

-        Linda Forst – Police operations course will include accident-reporting training. Would like for industry members to send accident reports. Also has received funding for crime scene investigation from Berta.

-        There is about a 30% drop out rate in online courses, but this is standard to all online courses, not just criminal justice..
