Previous minutes were reviewed to check for any unfinished discussions or business.  The committee Chair opened the meeting to start discussion of agenda items.

Program Director Alison Leahy gave an update of the ADA’s request for the program’s completion rate listed on the last report submitted by the college. She also reported that the ADA Commission for Accreditation of Dietetic Programs created a task force to study the future of Dietetic Technicians and whether CADE needs to continue the accreditation process. 

The language of the last report was confusing because some programs thought that ADA was discontinuing the programs. However, Terri Raymond, who is Washington state’s representative to the ADA House of Delegates (Senate??) said that the ADA is not planning to discontinue the programs (especially since they do not control what degrees colleges can or cannot offer) instead, the task force was charged to study efficacy and efficiency of the process in accrediting dietetic technology programs. She strongly affirmed that there are no plans for ADA to “discontinue” the current programs. 

The committee was informed of the number of first year students that will be needing clinical preceptorship sites for the 2005-2006 academic year and the difficulty of placing the DT students especially when the college is competing with the graduates of four year dietetic programs for these sites, some of whom are actually volunteering their time to “work” so that they can apply for dietetic internships. The advisory committee members were quite helpful in suggesting potential field sites and gave Alison names for future contact. 

The committee adjourned to the annual DT appreciation tea at 4:40 PM.  
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
