Program Status Report
· Enrollment

New Program
Donna Wilde, Director of Health Care Information programs presented the proposed curriculum for the new program. The name of the program will be Dental Business Office Specialist. The committee endorsed the program and gave valuable input regarding the curriculum. Most of the courses already exist either in the Business area or HCI programs. Four new courses will be developed:
1. Dental Anatomy, Terminology and Diseases

2. Professional Seminar

3. Dental records, Coding and Reimbursement

4. Scheduling and Recall Management

New Clinic

The committee is worried about our declining applicant pool. This year we have approximately 100 applicants where in the past several years we have had over 200 applicants.
