     The meeting started off with updates on the program and news since the last meeting.  
A new part-time faculty member has been hired, Elizabeth Fiddler, a dietitian who has recently received her masters degree in nutrition from the University of Washington. Shoreline Community College graduates from 2003 and 2004 are finding employment as dietetic technicians in local hospitals, and a number of 2004 graduates are currently studying to take the ADA registration exam this fall. Recent graduates who have taken the exam have been passing. Future direction of the program and the upcoming ADA report will be addressed at the next meeting. Susan Dehoog discussed the upcoming JCAHO visit to the University of Washington Medical Center (UWMC), and the latest on HIPAA Regulations. A Shoreline dietetic technology student will be starting a preceptorship at the UWMC this fall, and is in the process of completing necessary paperwork, so Susan Dehoog provided an update regarding this procedure.  Isabel Soley discussed a new opportunity that will possibly be available to our students this year, in which they will be able to gain clinical and community preceptorship experience. This is through the City of Seattle Human Services Department, Aging and Disability Services, and would provide the students a chance to work with disabled, home-bound diabetics.
