MLT 197 – Spring 2004

Spring 2004, forty one students enrolled in MLT 197 and 35 applied to the 2nd year

professional MLT Program.  Sixteen students were accepted into the second year professional MLT Program.   We also accepted one addition student from the alternate list and have 3 part time students continuing from last year – So our total 2004-2005 MLT class is 20 students.
MLT Graduates 2004 – Certificate of Completion – 8 and AAS degree - 10
MLT 233 – Immunohematology

We are now teaching this class Summer Quarter 4 days a week.  There has been a recommendation to teach it 3 days a week with an option to teach it at PSBC.  Molly is meeting with Lynn Emmert from PSBC to discuss this for next summer.
Blackboard Distance Learning Classes
We will be asking students for evaluations of 197 and 224 last year.  There was some discussion concerning the time involved in setting up Blackboard classes and how to accomplish testing.
Some of the advantages to Blackboard (Bb) are making announcements, communication, discussion boards, case studies, and grade book.   MLT 215 Phlebotomy practicum and other clinical practicums are on Bb.  This really enhanced the communication with students off campus.

Action:  Keely and Lynn have contacts for refurbished laboratory equipment.
Workfirst Program 

Barbara Loney, Workfirst Program Director, spoke about the Workfirst Program which provides short term training for low income parents.  This program teaches tech skills and life skills.  Their students have been enrolled in our phlebotomy classes and Spring 2004 we ran phlebotomy classes for WF students only.
Linda Breiwick MLT Fund  
A fund has been established in Linda Breiwick’s name to help fund scholarships, equipment and continuing education for our program.  Fund money could be used for Professional development, direct student aid, and equipment.   Kae Peterson from SCC Foundations came to explain how this fund will be supported.  Linda is thrilled to have this fund set up in her honor.  She retired September 10th after 27 year of teaching at SCC.  
Phlebotomy Training Issues and Concerns

There is still tremendous interest in our Phlebotomy Classes.  These classes usually fill up within 2 to 3 days of registration.  We have not been able to offer all MLT 214 phlebotomy lecture and laboratory students spaces in our 215 Practicum.  Some options discussed were:

a.  Winter 05 – reduce 214 to 10 students

b.  Spring 05- no 214 Workfirst class, no phlebotomy classes
c.  Winter 05 – Cancel 214

The class capacity for MLT is 214, is 20 students, and we need to change that to 10 students to have more flexibility in scheduling classes with WorkFirst, and offering smaller class.  Action:  Reduce MLT 214 enrollment 2004-2005 until we can match student taking MLT 214 to clinical practicum training sites, MLT 215.
Hepatitis B Vaccination Recommendation
Hep B vaccine series is recommended for MLT 197 and 214.  We discussed whether or not to make this mandatory.  We will develop a form for the students to sign outlining the risks involved and giving them the option to start the vaccine series or not.  This form would serve a couple of purposes:  inform students of risks and exposure incidents, recommend Hep B vaccination, and document student action knowing the risk.

We will work on updating the MLT Web Site this year to make it more user friendly.  There is a lot of information currently on the website, but you must scroll to find it.  We will be asking the MLT Advisory Committee members and current students for feedback in the redesigning process.
