Kim opened the meeting with a welcome and introductions.  She asked if there were any changes to the minutes of the previous meeting.  The minutes were approved.  

When asked how many times a year we need to meet, the group decided that 4 times is good because of the rapid changes we are incurring.  However, these meetings need to be scheduled well in advance.  

Update on Funding:
King County Dislocated Workers – it is understood that there is a need for training applicants (no representative was present.)  
Pacific Associates – has 13 Adult and 13 Dislocated Workers slots

TRAC and Associates – Tim reported he has 1 Adult slot and 17 Dislocated Workers slots
Snohomish WIA - John reported they have considerable training money and will take people who worked in Snohomish County, but lived in King County and visa vice versa.
Worker Retraining – Sharon stated that 70 students were funded in Fall and 50 in Summer Quarter.  We are in good shape for the year.  
A discussion arose regarding Graphic Design – Sherril stated that if student has experience in graphic design, but is upgrading skills, funding may be available.  She also said if student can show that a job is waiting, they would be considered for funding.  Snohomish County WIA concurred.  Kim stated that even though we warn students that they may have trouble getting funding, it is still the student’s choice of program of study.
Adult, Youth and Intensive Programs – a briefing of benefits and additional services:
Adult – additional support services, emergency support, last 6 months income based, not children based, UI

    not included in income, military pay not included in income.  Support services money is available.
  Youth – 18 years or older, qualifications are the same as adults.
Intensive Services include transportation, interviewing help, clothing, limited auto repair, no childcare.                                 

   This is designed for ESL, GED, and ABE students.  Snohomish County provides considerable childcare 
    assistance.
“WRT/FA Funding Procedures” – review and approval of 04-05 policy was tabled for discussion at the next meeting.  Sharon will e-mail the document to everyone for review prior to that meeting.
“Additional Funding Request Form” – the intent of this new form is to have students take more responsibility for getting funding.  There are lots of scholarships not being used.  A suggestion was made that websites in addition to fastweb.com be listed, so that we are not endorsing that one site.  
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WorkSource Centers conduct workshops as a first step for students to access other funding.  North Seattle WorkSource holds the “Employment and Training” session the 1st, 3rd and 5th Wednesday of each month at 9am to 11 am.  Snohomish County has the “Resources for Training” workshop the 2nd and 4th Tuesday of the month at 9am to noon.
Co-Located Partners – John stated that he is trying to find a way to spend time at Shoreline each week as Tim and Sherril have been.  Discussion followed regarding representation at college orientations by funding sources and at the WorkSource workshops by college representatives.  It was agreed that this might be beneficial for all parties.  
FERPA Guidelines – discussion was tabled for the next meeting.

WRT Orientation “Funding Options” Handout – copy will be sent out for review and discussion at the next meeting.
Round Table – Sharon stated that if a student has a change in income or circumstances, he/she can request a re-determination of Financial Aid eligibility.
