Minutes:

1. Welcome and Introductions.  Jerry Baker called the meeting to order at 4:02 PM and roll was taken.   Attendees were welcomed and self-introductions followed.   The chair announced that David Davis, Laurie Bailey, and CJ Jahn had joined the committee.
2. Program Review Final Report.

Jerry Baker led an in depth discussion of the finding and recommendations made by the Program Review Committee, chaired by Kae Hutchinson.  The committee suggested the following be taken for each of the five recommendations as follow:

A. Succession Planning.  Jerry Baker, assisted by Carla Hogan, will prepare a draft proposed succession planning.  The PAC will review the document at the May 2005 meeting.
B. Long-Term Planning.  The members discussed the future of the program and the various alternatives.  Jerry Baker will prepare a draft planning document for review by the PAC at the May meeting.
C. Purchasing requirement for other business tracks.  Jerry reported that the suggested review was made by the BA faculty with the following results:

D. Purchasing Curriculum. Jerry reported that most of the content recommendations are included in the 6 core purchasing classes.  The DACUM scheduled for 2006 fall quarter will review topics as a normal part of the DACUM process to ensure courses contain the needed content.
E. Baccalaureate Degree Options. The purchasing program’s current strategy is to work to develop articulation agreements with 4 year colleges. The subject of Shoreline offering a Supply Chain Management Baccalaureate Degree Options appears to be beyond the scope of the program and additional direction for the BA faculty an administration is needed.

Jerry will work with Marty Manegold to prepare a revised MCO.
