INTRODUCTIONS, MINUTES, AND ELECTION OF CHAIR

The minutes of the April 17, 2003, advisory committee meeting were approved unanimously.  Barb Ewing was elected interim chair of the committee. The election of a new Chair was deferred until next meeting with unanimous approval. All members introduced themselves to the committee.

REPORT ON TECHNOLOGY AT BOEING

Barb Ewing reported that “Integration” is the buzz word at Boeing and programming is going offshore, mostly to India and Russia. Integration and testing of offshore programs are staying at home.  Big costs are involved to clean up the programming when comes back to Boeing.  Programming becomes a form of project management.  Specialty IT courses in management, testing and integration, foreign languages, critical thinking, and quality assurance are in demand. By comparison, Airbus doesn’t offload their core technology like Boeing does.  The projection for the 7E7 is for 40 percent lower cost of development than for the 777.  

Boeing doesn’t want to invest in “directs” because 60 percent is the burdened cost of each employee for benefits.  Contracting with Volt agencies disappeared first, unless there was a need for critical skills. 

BUSINESS EDUCATION AT THE NORTHSHORE SCHOOL DISTRICT 

Anne Mitchell reported that their enrollments in business technology declined about 25 percent because of expanded academic graduation requirements and increased requirements in English (4 years), world language, and math. They offer two sections of Cisco classes (2-hour blocks) at Inglemoor for the Northshore School District.  

Keyboarding will not be funded by the state after Fall 2004 so they have recently started teaching Digitools for one semester.  For ten years, keyboarding has been taught in Grade 3.  No keyboarding is offered in junior high in their district.

Computer Applications—Level 1 includes the Office suite.  Computer Applications—Level 2 includes Front Page, Photoshop, and Publisher.  Their programming enrollments are down in C++.  The Northshore District has grown in its enrollments because of its international baccalaureate program.  Voice recognition classes have not been successfully because the equipment didn’t work.

UPDATE ON BUSINESS TECHNOLOGY AT SCC

Marcia Liaw reported that enrollments in our front-end classes are strong.

Outlook will be offered as a 2-credit course in Winter Quarter for the first time.

Office 2003 will be used in 2004-2005.  XP is now in its second year. 

UPDATE ON COMPUTER INFORMATION SYSTEMS AT SCC

Russell Rosco attended an Information Assurance workshop in Washington, D.C., in June.  DOT is proposing a third-year program in Information Security.  A dacum for Information Assurance is scheduled for Wednesday, October 22.  A consultant has been hired by the Workforce and Economic Development office to look at skills standards for this program.  It’s possible that its curriculum will be shared among schools.

REPORT ON PUGET SOUND CENTER

Bill McMeekin reported that the Puget Sound Center is doing more project management and less training.  They have a new Cisco curriculum, and they are doing a lot of corporate training for Boeing.  Boeing is their biggest client right now.  Lots of .Net  training.

Cheryl Reed heads up a new Alliance for Corporate Education for 17 community colleges.  Their do diversity training and train for health and safety environments.  

OTHER COMMENTS

Edmonds CC is doing well with its Cisco program.  Bellevue CC offers a .Net certificate through Continuing Ed, not for credit classes.  North Seattle Community College offers a Cisco Academy with full (but not overloaded) enrollment.  Shoreline at  Lake Forest Park has Cisco courses but has low enrollments
