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WELCOME and INTRODUCTIONS

Bill Ziebarth (chair) and David Starr welcomed the Advisory Committee members

NEW FACULTY REQUEST

David Starr presented the new faculty request to the committee members.  The committee was informed that the greatest instructional need was for the BusAd 250 Introduction to Law and the BusAd 260 Commercial Law classes.  Therefore, the request was written in such a way as to remedy that need.  Sally Rollman advised the committee the dual nature of the law classes, to prepare students to successfully complete business degree transfer requirements or to successfully complete one of the business professional/technical degrees.  Sally also advised the committee that the law classes traditionally have had strong enrollment which should justify hiring a new faculty member.  Further, BusAd 250 will be offered online for the first time Winter Quarter 2004.
REPORT OF PROGRAM PLANNING & ASSESSMENT

Sally provided information to the committee members describing the current Program Planning & Assessment process for the BusAd program.  This is an bi-annual assessment by the program faculty to review their program and make necessary changes to improve the instructional process for our students.  A final report will be completed by the end of Fall Quarter 2003 and will be available for review by the Advisory Committee members.

REPORT OF INSTRUCTIONAL INITIATIVES

· Entrepreneurship:  Berta Lloyd described to the committee members the current efforts to create a sustainable entrepreneurship program at SCC.  Such a program would be more than just a class.  It would include an “Entrepreneurial Center” which would coordinate classes, short term training, a certificate program, an AAAS degree, and an incubator program.  The challenge is now to find college funding to contract with an individual to coordinate the development, implementation, and growth of the center.

· Fashion Merchandising:  Laura Portolese-Dias presented the initial planning documents for a new Fashion Merchandising degree program.  Laura informed the committee members that the college had just given her permission to develop and offer the degree program.  Currently, there is not a Fashion Merchandising program at any of the other community college programs in the Puget Sound area.  Only the Art Institute of Seattle (AIS) offers such a program.  AIS has approximately 65 new Fashion Merchandising students each Fall Quarter, 20 new Fashion Merchandising in Winter, Spring, and Summer Quarters.  Our goal is to offer a high value alternative to AIS, while providing career pathways for the graduates to earn a livable wage.
· DEC Update:  Laura and David presented an overview of the current DEC activities to the committee members.

DISTANCE LEARNING UPDATE

Sally provided the members with a handout showing our annual schedule for offering classes during daytime hours, nighttime hours, and online.  It was also reported that the online BusAd 110 Human Relations in Business class had been reduced from three offerings per academic year to one offering per academic year, per the request from the Advisory Committee.  Sally also reported that it was now possible to earn an Accounting degree entirely online.  Efforts are underway to make it possible for a student to earn a Purchasing degree entirely online.  The advisory committee restated its endorsement for online instruction while maintaining their support for “face-to-face classes”.
