The final appointment would be made by the end of June 2004.  Laura also informed the committee members that 15 SCC DEC students competed at the 2004 International Career Development Conference.  Eleven of the 15 students won awards, including 4 Grand Awards Finalists.  Laura notified the committee that the curriculum committee approved the AAAS Fashion Merchandising degree and that it will be officially offered Fall Quarter 2004.

New Business:  Chair Bill Ziebarth led a discussion wherein committee members advised the faculty about what skills would be necessary in a proposed Sports & Event Marketing AAAS degree.  Committee members also provided the faculty with representative job titles and pay range.

Specifically, the committee was asked to consider what “leadership training” meant for our students and to suggest specific skills training that should be included within the BusAd degree programs.
