Program Status Report
· Enrollment

Upon recommendation from her physician, one of the first-year students has dropped out of the program due to severe neck, arm and back pain from a former injury. 
· Personnel
Dr. Anita Boorsma and Tom Brethouer have been hired to teach Dental Pharmacology. They will team teach. The course will be a hybrid, approximately 60% online and 40% face to face.
· Boards
Again this year, the Local Anesthetic portion of the WREB will be given at Shoreline. Friday and Saturday, April 16 and 17, 2004. All of the second year students have registered.

· Program Brochure
The program brochure, forms packet and application were put online this year. The department saved considerable money on printing and postage. Dr. Nikki Honey and Carolyn Christensen have been revising the brochure. 
· Grant Proposol 

Ona Canfield has written a grant proposal for a digital x-ray machine, computer and faculty training on the use of this new technology. 

· Status of the New Health Occupations Building

Gillian Lewis presented an update on the new building status. Apparently, the first design request was denied because the pre-design proposal was 75,000 sq. ft., which was 5000 sq. ft. too large. The proposal will be resubmitted and President Holly Moore is working on alternate forms of funding. Construction will not begin in 2006 as hoped for, but perhaps in 2007 or 2008.
Restorative Boards

The restorative portion of the WREB is being held the first weekend in April at Lake Washington Technical College.
Ona announced that starting this year, the restorative examination will consist of one amalgam restoration and one composite restoration. Also, the applicant must pass at 75% this year.
