· Proposed changes to the advisory sheets were reviewed.  The primary reasons for the changes were

·  to provide more choices for students to make regarding coursework

·  to support math, science and world language coursework for paraeducators

There was a consensus that the changes were appropriate and supportive of students and of changes in state priorities for paraeducator training.

Update on Grants – City and SERF

· Meenoo Yashar, Professional Development Coordinator for the SERF grant, provided an overview and update of the SERF (Seattle Early Reading First) Grant.  There are five Seattle Child Care centers involved in the grant, including 47 teachers at these sites.  Teachers are taking on-site Shoreline classes as part of the program, and receiving on-site mentoring and coaching from 3 trainers and a literacy specialist.  They are implementing changes in their classroom environments and teaching strategies to further support emerging literacy, cognitive skills and transition to kindergarten for preschool children in these 5 centers.
