We began with a brief update of each individual regarding what had occurred in their business and personal life over the summer that they might choose to reveal. The remainder of the time was spent touring the new installation of the surround sound recording facility installed in the lower floor of the music building.  It is a result of tremendous effort by Steve during the summer and should provide an excellent environment for students this quarter.  After the tour we enjoyed the food, beverage, and entertainment in the pub while continuing the socializing between members that was so enjoyable at the beginning of the meeting.
