Funding Reports:

1. King County Dislocated Workers – possible funding Summer, ’04 Quarter (intake    during Spring Quarter) 

2. Pacific Associates – there is some Dislocated Worker’s funds from WDC – hoping is  available for Winter Quarter

3. TRAC and Associates – no funds until Summer


4. Snohomish WIA – no dislocated training funds
5. Worker Retraining – Gayle reported a total YTD funds disbursed of $120,000.  No Training Completion Aid (TCA) has been allocated so far this academic year – may make it available Winter & Spring quarters.
6. PACE & TRAC may have new paperwork – incorporating SKIES information.  It is rumored that each caseworker may have 25 people on their caseload.

7. TAA monies will be handled by individuals at each WorkSource.  WorkSource North will have 1 person, Lynnwood has 4 and Everett has 4 people.
Funding Strategies:

1. State Need Grants – must have demonstrated financial need.  Funds are limited to a certain number of students per year.  They must have all Financial Aid paperwork completed.  Grants are not available to most students.
2. Edmonds CC does not have financial needs criteria for choosing W/R students.  Theirs is tied to labor trends.

3. NAFTA & TRA – money is available.  We try to make sure qualified students are steered to these sources.

Under-Employed:
1. There seems to be a lack of definition available.  All are asked to go back to offices and research if a definition is surfacing.
Miscellaneous and Round Table:

1. Ann Penny had problem with student needing book money and wasn’t sure where the voucher is sent.  It was explained that Jennifer Fenske in Financial Services & Budget handles the vouchers.  I was suggested that Jennifer be included on this committee.
2. Sherril stated that ESL/WR students are not ready for credit classes and that this is a concern for funding sources.  She also reported that she has a student who wanted PACE to pay for a class that she has failed (W/R paid for it originally).
3. Kim will mail Orientation Packets to each Funding Source present.

4. Donsa reported that fewer people are calling about Worker Retraining.

5. Kim stated the Executive Director interviews are finished and a final decision is expected within 3 weeks.
