Welcome & Introductions: 
Kim welcomed all and handed out the Orientation Packets used in the Worker Retraining Orientations.  She also introduced Rebecca Rhodes, Executive Director of Workforce Programs and Sharon Reynolds, Financial Aid and Worker Retraining program.  Remaining attendees were then introduced.
Funding Availability Update:
King County Dislocated Workers – since representative was not present, Wanda reported that there is money for Spring for students finishing their programs.
Pacific Associates (PACE) – has WIA Adult money.  Dislocated Workers are maxed out at this time.
TRAC and Associates – taking new students if student knows what he/she wants or has clear picture of goals.  TRAC & PACE will take people for graduation services (testing, job hunting help, licensing etc).  Kim offered to send letters to upcoming grads to inform them of these services.
Worker Retraining – there are more students than money to fully fund them Spring Quarter.
Rebecca suggested we have a list of requirements from Funding Sources.  We then could have a group meeting, on campus with all students looking for funding.  We would invite all partners.  Discussion of this meeting listed needs and a tentative date of Thursday, March 25 in the afternoon.
RFP for Grant Monies to Fund Health Occupation Pre-Requisites:

Kim reported the WDC is surveying this and there is hope this will be in place for Fall Quarter.
“Identifying Resources” Workshops:

PACE & TRAC reported students are not required to attend workshop – can go to “Connections” meeting instead.  Barbara will ask for a meeting to discuss college’s participation and how we can work together
