WELCOME, INTRODUCTIONS, AND MINUTES

Bill Ziebarth (chair) and Sally Rollman welcomed the returning and new members.  Members introduced themselves and their affiliations with business.  Tom Allen moved and Jim Braden seconded that the minutes from the April 24, 2002 meeting be approved as written.  The motion passed unanimously.

Members received a packet of materials that included program planning sheets for 2002-2003, the tentative plan for course offerings, and an updated list of advisory members.

UPDATE ON BUSINESS AUTOMOTIVE OPERATIONS CERTIFICATE PROGRAM (Mark Hankins)

Mark Hankins reviewed the history of the program and problems getting enough students.  This fall there are 6 students enrolled, some of whom are past Boeing employees.  Internships and job shadowing are usually done at new car dealerships.  The students are also encouraged to seek internships at independent service garages such as Les Schwab and in auto parts stores.  Car People (placement agency) and Auto Yes are potential supporters for this program.  Advisory members confirmed the challenges of service writers.

GOALS OF BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION PROGRAM FOR 2002-2003

Sally Rollman said that replacement staffing is a high priority of the Business Administration faculty this year because of the loss of a one full-time BA faculty member from a resignation this fall and an anticipated retirement from another faculty in Spring Quarter 2003.  Faculty are looking at growth within this program in the areas of entrepreneurship, e-business, and international business.  

Chuck Loomis (guest) reported that he teaches part time at Bellevue Community College which has 20 full-time faculty and 56 part-time faculty in their Business Division.  BCC is moving away from hands-on skill to a liberal arts emphasis in their BA courses.  Enrollment at City U has impacted BCC; students like faculty coming from industry to teaches courses at City U.  BCC has 22,000 students and top-of-the line equipment and facilities for their classrooms.  He said that 40 percent of their CIS classes were canceled in 2001-02 and another 20 percent in fall of 2002.  Continuing Ed is dead at BCC, but their business classes are full.  Many students enrolled in their business classes already have degrees.

PROPOSAL FOR AN ENTREPREUNERSHIP CERTIFICATE FOR SHORELINE CC 

Chuck Loomis is proposing a one-year certificate program in entrepreneurship for Shoreline CC’s Northshore Campus at Lake Forest Park.  He started this program ten years ago at Bellevue CC and has had taught at least one section of an entrepreneurship class each year.  He had 31 students in his entrepreneurship course in spring quarter, and before the quarter ended 15 of them started their own businesses.  In summer quarter 2002 at BCC, he had 23 students; 9 started their own businesses during the quarter they took the class.  

People who have been laid off often have money from a 401K or other resources to start their own business.  The Small Business Administration (SBA) intimidates these students, many of whom already have degrees.  BCC has had a Small Business Development Center (SBDC) on their campus for many years.  Students who are 18-22 years old believe in the “now philosophy” whereby they can start a business now and not wait until they have completed their education and are older.

He said that even though this a certificate program, no one has ever completed it because they go into business for themselves before completing the program.

The entrepreneurship courses he is proposing for Shoreline’s Northshore Center includes a lecture from a lawyer, writing a business plan using current software, and HR concepts.  Students need knowledge of basic PC operations, advertising principles, and basic accounting so they can read a financial statement. Chuck would like to pilot an entrepreneurship class for Shoreline during Spring Quarter 2003.  Advisory committee members recommended that Shoreline adopt his proposal and offer the course during Spring Quarter 2003.
