WELCOME, INTRODUCTIONS, AND MINUTES

Bill Ziebarth (chair) and Sally Rollman welcomed the Advisory Committee members.  Minutes from the December 4 meeting were approved with corrections.  Jim Firlotte corrected the minutes to reflect that he was strongly opposed to Human Relations in Business being taught as a distance learning class.  Don Schultz and Berta Lloyd will take his concern to the Instructional Deans next month and report back to the advisory committee about this.  

UPDATE ON BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION PROGRAM

Sally Rollman reported that the BA 155 Seminar course has been reactivated during the 2002-2003 school year.  Jerry Baker has 19 students in the class this quarter, and the students are doing an internship project related to marketing the Certificates in Accounting and Purchasing which are now available totally on-line.

Sally Rollman reported that Bus Adm 260 Commercial Law course will be offered during Spring Quarter after being inactive for about four years.  Marty Manegold will teach it.  A dacum for the Purchasing Program is scheduled for March 6 (tomorrow).  

New short-term Certificates of Completion in Purchasing, Business Administration, and Entrepreneurship have been created.  The committee supports these new certificates.  

PROGRAM PREREQUISITES

Sally told the committee that students in vocational programs often postpone taking required communications courses if they know they may not perform too well in them.  The Advisory Committee recommended that students enrolled in the Business Administration program take communications courses sometime in their first three quarters.  Committee members asked about support services available to students who may be having difficulty.  Sally said that tutors and a writing lab called “The Academic Skills Center” are available to students needing additional help with their writing skills.  

CORE VALUES FOR BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION STUDENTS

Advisory Committee members discussed writing core values that reflect standards for the workplace for all Business Administration students to observe.  These relate to regular attendance, being prepared for class, contributing to discussions, etc. The committee will discuss these job expectations at its luncheon meeting on May 9, at Spiro’s.  Advisory members and dacum participants will be invited to attend this luncheon meeting.

SCHOLARSHIP IN RON LAFRENIERE’S HONOR

Don Schultz proposed a scholarship be started in recognition of Ron LaFreniere’s 35 years of service to the Business 

Administration program and to Shoreline Community College.  It would be managed through the Shoreline Foundation and be set up in Ron’s honor this school year. This scholarship would be available to Business Administration students.  

Bill Ziebarth commended Ron for his long years of service to the college and for being a profound influence on his career.  Jim Firlotte recognized Ron’s significant contribution to his career and success.  As chairman of the Business Administration Advisory Committee,  Bill Ziebarth presented Ron with a certificate of appreciation from the Advisory Committee.
