WELCOME, INTRODUCTIONS, AND MINUTES

Bill Ziebarth, Chairman, and Sally Rollman, Program Chair of Business Administration,  welcomed Jennifer Jordshaugen, General Manager from Scott’s, as a new committee member.  Members introduced themselves and stated their affiliations with business and Shoreline Community College. 

Minutes from the November 8, 2002 meeting were approved as written.  Members thanked Devi Prasad for bringing dessert and Don Schultz for providing pizza from Central Market.

STATUS OF REPLACEMENT FACULTY POSITIONS

Don Schultz, Interim Business Division Dean, announced that a tenure-track faculty position has been approved for 2003-2004 with the possibility of an additional temporary faculty position, despite a $800,000 budget cut for the current year and another anticipated cut for the following year.  He has promoted the need for this position based on faculty input and the recommendation of this advisory committee. The job announcement will be going out for this position within the next month.

UPDATES ON BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION PROGRAM AND GOALS FOR 2002-2003

· A Dacum, which stands for “Developing A Curriculum,” is planned for the afternoon of Thursday, January 23, 2003. This is a planning activity that considers a reevaluation of skill sets and knowledge for a technical program such as Business Administration and is preliminary to future planning for the Business Administration Program. Advisory members were asked to volunteer to participate in this Dacum or suggest names of other participants.
· The areas of international business, entrepreneurship, and e-commerce were identified as growth areas within the Business Administration Program.  Dacum participants would be sought who could bring expertise in these areas.
· Bus Adm 155 Management Seminar is being reactivated during Winter Quarter 2003 and will be taught by Jerry Baker, Business Administration pro rata faculty member, with an emphasis on the development of leadership skills. 
· Bus Adm 285 Special Topics:  Entrepreneurship is scheduled for Spring Quarter 2003 at Shoreline’s Northshore Campus on Tuesday and Thursday evenings and will be taught by Chuck Loomis who discussed the course at the last advisory committee meeting.  Advisory committee members approved this course and recommended that it be offered on a regular and rotating basis at the Northshore Campus, the Main Campus, and at the Puget Sound Center.
· Distance learning courses being developed:  Bus Admin 152 Fundamentals of Business Communciations and Bus Admin 110 Human Relations in Business have been approved for developing during Winter Quarter 2003 for implementation starting spring or fall quarters.
DISCUSSION OF DISTANCE LEARNING COURSES

The Advisory Committee has concerns about BA 110 Human Relations being offered as a distance learning course instead of as an interactive, face-to-face course as it has been taught traditionally.  The committee recognizes the value of interaction in a classroom environment but also realizes that in order to be competitive, Shoreline needs to offer alternatives that compete with other colleges’ offerings of distance learning courses.  The BA 110 Human Relations class will continue to be taught face to face.  In the future, when it is offered as a distance learning course, face-to-face contact will be provided also.

UPDATE ON BUSINESS AUTOMOTIVE OPERATIONS CERTIFICATE PROGRAM (Mark Hankins)

Mark Hankins distributed a revised planning sheet that shows how students who complete a Certificate in Business Automotive Operations can now continue for three additional quarters and complete an AAAS Degree in General Business Administration.  The Business Administration Division and the Automotive/Manufacturing Division have worked together on this program for about four years and see more students choosing it now.  The Advisory Committee approved this new degree option and recommended that the revised planning sheet and program be taken to the Curriculum Committee next quarter.

PREREQUISITES FOR BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION COURSES

At the next meeting, our committee needs to discuss prerequisites for students entering the Business Administration certificate and degree programs.
