The meeting began at 4:00 PM with introductions. Barbara Ewing was introduced by Dave Mattens as a new member of the advisory committee. Barbara noted the restructuring, outsourcing, and centralization of data that Boeing is now experiencing. Also discussed were topics on integration of legacy products into Linux, outsourcing of IT training and the possibility of community colleges partnering with software companies such as Verritas for training. Other trends discussed included XML for web access to data with virtual employment practices, importance of database knowledge, computer security as a growing need, importance of personal communications ( written and verbal) in the work place along with team building, and finally the importance of project management techniques. The committee members stressed the need for a willingness to learn.
Other topics of discussion included: Phyllis Topham going on Sabbatical during Fall 2003 through Fall 2004. Sally Rollman distributed the latest program sheets for short term certificates, certificates of proficiency and 2 year degrees from Bus Tech and CIS. 

A discussion was then entered into on the status of Internship programs at Boeing and Safeco. Barbara Ewing was willing to supply points of contact for Boeing Internships and Jim Anderson was going to investigate the Internship program at Safeco. 
Final discussion topic concerned the status of the CIS Programming track and the lack of jobs for those students who select this option. Paul Duernberger noted the possibility of changing the track to software testing that includes C++ and Java programming courses. The committee was favorable to this change considering the Seattle area due to the difficult IT employment status.
