Program Status Report

Enrollment:  There are still 25 students enrolled in the second year class and 24 students enrolled in the first year class.  The second year students completed the second dental hygiene mock board on Monday, May 5, 2003.  All twenty-five students took the WREB anesthesia exam in April and one failed the written section and was not allowed to take the practical portion.  The remaining twenty-four successfully passed.  Twenty-four students took the WREB restorative exam in April, one failed and one chose to wait and take the exam in June.  The National Board results have not been received yet, but should be available at this meeting.

Equipment:  Amalgam separators have been ordered for the clinic at an approximate cost of $3500.  In order to serve the whole clinic, it was necessary to order large units, thus the expense.  The separators will be in place by July1, 2003.
Personnel:  

A full-time tenure track faculty has been hired to replace Barb Renshaw.  Her name is Carol Christensen.  She will receive her BS in June from the Eastern Washington Degree Completion Program at Clark College.  She has been employed at Clark in the dental hygiene clinic for the past year.
