Program Status Report:

The program status report, which was sent to the committee in advance, was discussed.

Topics Discussed:

1. Replacement of Dental Hygiene Program Director

Gillian Lewis explained the thought process behind the decision to advertise for and hire a full-time instructor versus a program director. Ona Canfield related some details of her conversation with Karen Kruetzer, Federation President, concerning this decision. The committee discussed this topic at length and was somewhat surprised and confused because of conflicting statements related by Ona and that which Gillian related. One committee member may write a letter to college officials asking for further explanation. 

2. Patient Fees

Barb informed the committee that the clinic budget is $9000 in the red. The clinic budget must make up this amount by June 30, 2003 (end of fiscal year) in order to balance the budget. Discussion ensued about ways to generate more money for the clinic. As a state entity, Initiative 601 limits us to a maximum of 3% increase on any fee currently charged.  Barb stated that raising fees by pennies and dimes would create more work for Patsy when she gives change to patients who pay in cash. There is no limit on new fees. The committee thought that initiating a fee for the OD exams and radiographs would help the shortfall. The following were also suggestions: eliminating senior citizen fees discount. ($5.00); purchasing plastic products from Costco; eliminating SCC student discounts; and putting a “donation jar” on the reception counter asking for donations to help with the shortfall. Barb mentioned that April and May are peak production months because students are getting faster with both traditional and restorative procedures and treat more patients. 

3. Where to Move the Dental Hygiene Program

Currently, the College Master Plan designates 2500 and 2300 buildings for demolition in 2006 and rebuilding one building for Health Occupations. At this point, a temporary space must be found for the dental hygiene clinic. This is problematic in that the expense involved in transporting and setting up 29 chairs, a evacuation system, air compressors and a darkroom with proper plumbing is very high. Gillian would like to see the City of Shoreline grant a variance to the current footprint of the campus. This would allow for the construction of a new building without demolition of the current buildings. The beauty of this plan is that only one move is required instead of two thus saving many thousands of dollars.
