Topics Discussed:

1. Berta Lloyd passed around the committee address list for updates

2. Barb passed out the Advisory Committee Handbook.

3. Program Status Report:  Barb reviewed the Program Status Report with the following emphasis or additions:

· The department is looking to hire one additional part-time faculty to work in first year clinic on Tuesday and Thursday mornings during Winter and possibly Spring Quarter

· The College Master Plans designates the 2500 and 2300 buildings for replacement with one Health Occupation/Science Building

· The department is working on compliance with the HIPPA mandates and anticipates finalization by April 2003.

4. Election:  Tracy Wayman agreed to be chairman of the committee again.

5. Dental Assisting Program Proposal:  Barb announced that the College decided not to proceed with implementation of the Washington Academy of Dental Assisting program proposal because of its non-accredited status.

6. Graduate Survey results:  The committee reviewed the responses of the 2001 graduating class to the survey conducted this year.  The committee recommended inclusion of Digital Radiography as a topic and possibly the visitation to an office that utilizes this technique.  The committee also recommended that more emphasis be placed on teaching subgingival antibiotic placement.

7. Employer Survey results:  The committee noted that the employers responding rated their hygienist’s preparation as “adequate” or “more than adequate” in all categories.
