1.  Welcome and Introductions:  Introductions took place and included the new representative from Stevens Hospital, James Nakasoni, and guest Susan Thompson-Oshisi from the Work First Program at Shoreline Community College.

2.  Students Updates: 

2003 Graduates
12 MLT Graduates – plus one MT retrainee (an additional 3 PT students will continue in the fall and graduate with the 2003-04 class).

2003–04 class
 21 students in class starting fall.  This is an update from the number of 18 reported at the meeting. Of these, 18 are traditional FT students and 3 are PT.  We hope to place 21 students in clinical rotations spring quarter 2004.

MLT 214 and 215 students:




MLT 214 = 33 students fall, 22 winter and 8 spring




MLT 215 = 22 fall, 23 winter and 17 spring

3.  MLT 215 Phlebotomy Practicum Sites:  Molly shared with the group how time consuming it is to finalize the phlebotomy sites for 40 hours of work experience for MLT 215.  She must work around student schedules, transportation and other placement issues matching students with sites.  She will work on the sites needed for fall both during the summer and early fall quarter so she has ample time to find on the average of 20 training spots per quarter.

4. Student Issues:

· Hepatitis C – If we know a student is Hep. C positive we need to NOT have them participate as a patient.  They may still draw blood, but it is recommended from our Medical Director, Rich Patton, that their blood not be drawn in a student lab setting and/or used for practice lab testing in any MLT labs.
· Human Subjects permission form – our HS permission form needs updating.  This will be done fall quarter and will be done with the help of the Division Program Planning council and Lee Libby.
· Criminal History Background check students fill out a form for this background check after being accepted into the program.  It is done by the secretary and includes only checking in WA State.  Many facilities require this of their staff and students while in the agency. Some facilities such as Veteran’s can do a deeper check that goes back seven years. We need to notify students early on that a criminal history background check will be done on them.  It is recommended this be done when students are accepted into the program. Linda will ask Lee Libby to look at our form too.
· Hepatitis B series shot – highly recommended for Phlebotomy students.  The program will notify students to get the series of shots OR sign a release they do not want to have the series.

5.
Final NAACLS Accreditation Award – 7 years.  The final award was granted on April 23, 2003.  Accreditation for our MLT Program will continue until October 31, 2009. (Our 6-month extension was deducted from the accreditation award). The Self Study report is due on November 10, 2008 (unless another 6 month extension is asked for) and the scheduling of a site visit during spring 2009 is planned.

6. Naval Hospital guest lecture request – Naval Hospital’s, Bremerton, Pathology residents want to participate as guest lecturers in the coming year.  Linda will keep them current on what classes and dates/times they can participate.
