Each member introduced themselves and explained their connection to the music industry.  Roger McRea was thanked for his participation as chairperson of the advisory board and Lionel Reinhert was chosen to be chair for an indefinite period of time.  Lionel accepted the position.

In the first part of the meeting we discussed plans for continuing to expand on the pop and commercial music theory offerings at the college.  Mr. Bruce Spitz explained his plans to create a placement type examination that could become an entrance exam for admission into the first course of the existing 3-course sequence.  He further proposed the idea of creating a new course that would be designed around getting students prepared to successfully complete this placement exam.  This course may be offered in spring quarters to best prepare students to start the sequence in the fall. 

Steve Malott explained objectives being created in the area of both upward and downward articulation with other institutions of leaning.  He also discussed ideas built around the creation of certificates of completion in various phases of the existing program.  When these plans are in final form they will be presented to the curriculum committee for approval and implementation.

We concluded the meeting with an extensive tour of the facility showing the installation of a wide variety of new gear that has recently been purchased by student fees and student activities funds and put into use for students in the music technology program.

The next meeting time was established for 5:00 PM on Thursday, May 29th.  There will be an outdoor concert featuring the new performance ensemble in the music building called “Funkngroove” and the Shoreline Community College Jazz Ensemble.  The concert is scheduled to begin at 7:00 PM.
