Lionell Reinhert, committee chair, brought the meeting to order and began by discussing purchases required for the proposed surround sound recording environment planned for completion over the summer.  Steve discussed the design elements of the proposed facility.  The intent is to construct a facility in the space outside the offices on the lower floor of the music building.  It will be designed so as to provide an easy move should the proposed new music building actually be constructed.  It is very exciting to think a new state of the art surround sound mixing facility will soon be available for students in the program.

Steve went on to discuss the fact that 4 additional Wenger isolation booths are being donated to the department by the Loudi Audio Group.  Discussion about actual location of the booths in an already overcrowded building took place.  It was suggested that one of the booths might be given to the nursing department as an aural testing environment.  Bruce agreed to look into that option.  The other three booths will probably be located in rooms 818 and 820.

Bruce discussed music classes that will be taught in the building during the summer session.  The newest addition is a three-course sequence in the digital audio function with the software called Digital Performer.  It is especially exciting because students who complete these three courses will be the first to receive any kind of “certificate” from the department.  We will report on our success in the fall.

All members of the group are interested in increasing the availability of internships in working audio environments.  This came about as a result of the success several students in the recent past have had turning internships into opportunities for employment.
