disassemble, measure, inspect, and reassemble both front and rear drive types of transmissions. 

They will remove and replace torque converters, valve bodies, etc., from live models

The #750 A/C course will also involve major removal of all A/C components on live models

including, complete dash assemblies for heater cores, evaporator core assemblies. Condensers

and compressors will also be removed and replaced.

The diagnostic tester, Fluke multimeters, A/C recovery, recycling, and charging equipment,

refrigeration leak and purity detectors, will be used to repair and diagnose all systems.

There will be a T-TEN graduation at the end of Spring quarter for 14 students.

I will let you know soon, as to the date and time.

Our TIS machine is ready to use, as Toyota has given us access via the Internet.

We will have some openings for the Fall quarter in our T-TEN program, so please keep us in mind when looking for your apprentice technician needs.
