Welcome:

Duane Smith welcomed those attending and called for the meeting to start. He introduced Don, Jack, and Rey to begin the meeting. 

Don began with an update about the College’s accreditation  evaluation, and the NATEF recertification that we have completed for the Toyota program. Rey Antonio finished up by explaining the dealers’ options as to buying tools, for students or helping with tuition. The  college will secure a list of items that can be purchased for half price from Snap- On Corporation. He said that dealerships can choose not to help with any support if they wish. Rey finished with some AYES information as to students that already have tools, etc.
