DISCUSSION:

The remaining meetings for this academic year are:   Wednesday, February 27st at 4:30 and Wednesday, May 22rd at 4:30.

Bart introduced our new faculty member, Steve Goshorn, Ph.D. who has over ten years industry experience and a gift for teaching.  Steve was most recently at NeoRx working on the development of cancer therapeutics.  

Caralee reported on the equipment that was obtained for the lab during the last year.  We have obtained $112,000 and now have a high-speed centrifuge, three UV specs (all working!), sets of pipettors for each pair of students, new thermal cycler, microcentrifuge, multi-channel pipettors, refrigerator and two Polaroid cameras set up for gel photography.  We will also be getting an HPLC and flow cytometer with four computer work stations each.  We have our basic equipment needs met and have only a short list of additions we would like to make, primarily for our protein class. 

Caralee and Steve reported that our building is third on the state list for a remodel.  Funds are frozen at this time due to decreased state revenue.  

Berta reported on the third phase of the skills standards project.  The group includes high school, community college and four year faculty and will develop a biotech education web-page for high school counselors, students, parents and teachers.  The web-page will include biotech as a career, skills needed and educational career paths.  We plan to complete the articulation with Seattle Pacific University which will include a reverse articulation in which they send their students to Shoreline for our Tissue Culture and Media and Solution Prep classes.   We plan to complete the overview of biotechnology class which will be a Shoreline class but which high school biotech students can use for tech prep credits (college credits for their high school program).

John Lederer reported on the new short course program.  The classes have been well-received by the students and are at approximately 2/3 capacity.  Preliminary thoughts  are to continue this program beyond the pilot year.  John and Caralee will prepare decision making information for this committee’s next meeting in order to get direction from the committee as to whether/how to proceed.    There was a discussion as to how to increase the visibility of this program with industry and Pam offered to call Ruth to discuss that question.  Tracy suggested providing course information to high school teachers.  Sherree suggested animal studies.  Bart mentioned addressing sets of skills with the various classes. 

Steve reported on this years class.  There are 20 students in the second year and he is teaching a double section of molecular biology.  The demographics are similar to prior years.  He plans to develop a website for each class and expand the current one for the program.  It will include tool sets for the students in the various classes and other links.

John mentioned the planned meeting with INTEC, a group from Spokane who are working on developing the biotech industry in Spokane with a manufacturing emphasis.

Caralee announced that we are looking for an instructor for a bioinformatics class which would be taught through the Puget Sound Center.
