DISCUSSION:

The remaining meeting for this academic year is:  Wednesday, May 22rd at 4:30.

Steve Goshorn reported on the website for the program.  He is putting the curriculum for the classes on the website as well as providing job posting  and contact information for grads.

John Lederer gave an overview of the Puget Sound Center and the Department of Labor grant which has funded the short course program.  He introduced Diana Dollar who has evaluated all of the classes.  She presented summary information for the first 8 classes.  Students over-all responses were favorable and a summary of all of the evaluations will be available after the program is complete.  Andy asked how these evaluations compare to other classes.  Caralee responded that an average of 4 out of 5 is a typical “good score” for a class.   John asked if students thought they were at the correct level and there was a discussion of posting syllabi next year to help students self-select.  Andy commented that we might have listed the  HPLC as introductory.  Bart suggested that now that we have been through one year, we may be able to target more closely next time.  There will be a three month follow-up with employers to help determine the usefulness of these classes. 

Bart said that these are a good set of classes to build on.  There was a suggestion of adding technical writing.   Andy said that the demand for this type of training is there and that in-house training is over-subscribed.  

John Lederer suggested that these classes be offered as a credit bearing certificate that may be transferable in the future.  Bart said that he thought that might lose the audience that we are trying to target.  Corey said that may exacerbate the problem of accommodating students at different levels.  Tekla said that in her company they were interested in one or two of the classes, not the whole package.  Sherree said that the module aspect appeals to students and that they are not interested in the degree or credits.   Bart said that he couldn’t see all the classes together as a certificate but that perhaps the Regulatory Affairs classes could be offered as a group, as an option.

The consensus of the members is that the classes should be offered through continuing ed with the possible option of a one quarter certificate in Regulatory Affairs.  Lori said that the rest of the classes are unique and are skills based.

Caralee and John mentioned that there will be a class in bioinformatics offered at the Puget Sound Center this spring.
