WELCOME, INTRODUCTIONS, AND MINUTES

Bill Ziebarth (chair) and Sally Rollman welcomed the returning and new members.  Minutes from the January 31, 2001 meeting held at Costco Shoreline were approved with corrections.  Sally announced that Sarah Strahan has been reassigned by Costco to Minnesota for a six-month period.

REVIEW OF CERTIFICATES AND DEGREES IN BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION

Sally Rollman talked about program requirements for each of the Business Administration planning sheets (General Business, International Trade & Business, Marketing, Retail Management, Small Business Management) and pointed out the inclusion of new courses that had been approved by the advisory committee last year.  Faculty have considered retiring the International Trade & Business degree program and would like advice about this from the advisory committee.  Members agreed to review all the courses in these programs at the January 21 (2002) meeting and make a recommendation at that time about whether to continue the International Trade & Business program.

UPDATE ON E-BUSINESS PROGRAM

Sally Rollman brought the committee up to date on the new e-business courses and enrollments (see attached).  These courses were worked on by a faculty committee during the 2000-01 academic year and reviewed at advisory committees last year.  The faculty committee plans to present a Certificate of Completion in E-Business to the advisory committee at its next meeting and ask for its approval at that time.  Committee members encouraged faculty to pursue this certificate and suggested that it be included in all Business Administration programs.

PROPOSAL FOR INCUBATOR PROGRAM

David Starr presented a proposal for a high tech incubator program in which Shoreline would develop a Small Business Development Center to provide an entrepreneurial environment that would work with credit-related courses in one or more divisions and other use other college resources.  This center would provide resources for developing businesses in the Shoreline area, use faculty expertise in business and management, and provide a center for economic development for faculty, staff, students, and the community.  

The advisory committee commended David Starr for putting together this plan and encouraged faculty to pursue ways of making this happen.  The Puget Sound Center was mentioned as a venue in which to house this Small Development Center.  The Business Administration program faculty will meet to discuss this and report back at the next advisory committee meeting.

OTHER COMMENTS FROM ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEMBERS

Incubator Program

· Greg Schaeffer suggested looking at other incubator models in order to integrate students from IT and provide further opportunities for internships.
· Look at ways to protect businesses from ownership rights.
· Can the infrastructure be copyrighted?
· Ireland is famous for its incubator programs.  Don suggested sending a team of faculty and other SCC representatives to study good models of other incubator programs.
· Eastern Washington University has an incubator program.
· Customer service would have to be part of such a program.
Program Planning Sheets

· Bob Chrobuck from Windermere said he felt Shoreline’s Business Administration program planning sheets reflected the state of business in the 1980s, and all of them needed to be updated.  They should include all of the proposed E-Business Certificate courses.
· The Advisory Committee will continue to work on this at its January meeting.
