MINUTES OF THE JANUARY 23, 2002, ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING WERE APPROVED.

REPORT ON VISIT TO BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION CLASSES  

Bob Chrobuck visited two Business Administration classes since the last advisory meeting and was impressed with how many students were working and shared their work experience in class discussions.  He also noted how students did calculations of markup and were able to present the correct answers during a class discussion.  He suggested raising the bar and felt students could meet that higher expectation.  Ron suggested that Bob present a topic in a class and discuss it with a class.  

EXTERNAL PROGRAM REVIEW   Sally thanked Tom Allen for serving as the Advisory Committee representative for the External Program Review.  Faculty were commended for a dedicated and enthusiastic faculty who provide a stimulating, enjoyable learning environment to their students and who relate real-world examples in their classes.

Sally reported on the conclusions and recommendations made from this review:

· More effective marketing could help the program.

· Show transfer options on planning sheets

· Faculty were encouraged to work with the career center to provide graduates with more focused assistance with job placement

· Show more connections between school and work and stress the value of internship opportunities

· Include ethics in course descriptions since it is included in many BA courses

· Consider developing some online courses in BA

· The 1100 Building needs to be upgraded to provide Internet access as soon as possible

· The college should put a higher priority on the maintenance of facilities and equipment (desks, chairs, etc.)

· Add retail expertise to the BA Advisory Committee

REVIEW OF PROPOSED CERTIFICATES OF COMPLETION IN BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION  

Advisory members reviewed proposed changes to the AAAS Degree in General Business Administration and the new Certificates of Completion in Marketing, Retail Management, and International Trade.  

· At the top of the AAAS Degree Planning Guide, add that students must complete General Education and Core Requirements and one of the Certificates.  

· For the AAAS Degree, students must have an overall 2.5 gpa.

· Take out the International Trade certificate since International Finance and International Marketing have not been offered for at least ten years.  

CHANGES TO BUSINESS AUTOMOTIVE OPERATIONS PLANNING SHEET  

Don Schultz went over changes to the Automotive Service Technology certificate.  Since the Automotive Division has partnered with the Business Administration Division on this certificate program, representatives will be joining this advisory committee in the future rather than having its own advisory committee.  Students can do job shadowing for 80 hours during the breaks between quarters.  Standards and commitment from automotive students are integral parts of this and all automotive programs on the SCC campus.  Committee members approved the changes to this program.

REPORT ON INCUBATOR PROGRAM  

Advisory committee members recommended that BA program faculty agree to be open to developing an incubator program for the college depending on funding and commitment from the administration.  This topic was tabled.
