REVIEW OF CERTIFICATES AND DEGREES IN BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION

· New Certificate of Completion for E-Commerce that had been approved at the last advisory meeting was distributed.

· Put Internet courses into the Business Administration core or as an approved elective

· Business students need entry-level skills that can move them into jobs that give a livable wage

· Employer satisfaction is critical as a way of assessing whether BA programs are meeting the needs of the community

· Shoreline’s business program is similar to those of other community colleges

· Recommended that credits be reduced in Business Law and Accounting and reduce the International Business requirement

UPDATE ON INCUBATOR PROGRAM PROPOSAL

· Berta Lloyd shared information from the National Business Incubator Association from the nbia website
· SIRTI in Spokane is an example of an incubator program that helps create and grow technology-based companies in eastern Washington 
· In the future, a task force is needed to pursue this, along with a business plan that includes goals.  Use this plan to seek federal and state monies.
· Berta suggested the Puget Sound Center that has been funded with development money could work with the BA program on this project.
· She feels that Shoreline has all the resources to pursue this incubator with its BA and IT curricula
· She said Shoreline also has a good grant-writing team that could work with us.
· Ron recommended using the Small Business Administration (SCORE and    ACE) counselors as valuable resources.
· At the next meeting we will try to bring in a speaker about incubator programs
EXTERNAL PROGRAM REVIEW, ACCREDITATION, PROGRAM PLANNING  

Jim Jory explained to the committee that Shoreline CC is preparing for an accreditation team next October when it comes up for a 10-year accreditation.  This process involves an extensive self-study process being done across all programs of the campus. Nine standards are outlined by the NW Accrediting Association that need to be addressed in the self-study.   

An external program review of the Business Administration program is in process with a review team made up of an external reviewer, advisory committee representative, and a graduate of the program.  The external review is scheduled for Thursday, March 7, from 12:30 to 4 p.m. and should give program faculty ideas for further development of BA programs and courses.  Advisory Committee members were given a survey form to complete and return as part of this external review process.
