PROGRAM  CHALLENGES

Marketing Needs:   Industry reported that no one knows about Shoreline opportunities.  When asked about Shoreline and what they know-it was reported- it is said that “it is a beautiful campus.”

Enrollment numbers:      Classes for second year students for Fall Quarter 2001 were again cancelled due to low enrollment:  Advanced CAD; Geo Tolerancing;  &  Cartography .

Industry Members on the Advisory Committee:  The CAD/Mechanical Engineering Committee needs to have at least seven industry members.  Recruiting of more members needs to happen.

Image of Professional-Technical Programs:  A cultural perception is that professional-technical programs are “less then”  academic transfer programs or 4-year university opportunities.

Equipment Needs:  There is a need to upgrade the CAD software to either 200I or 2002.  The cost would be nearly $10,000.  The 24 CAD Chairs are ordered and should arrive shortly.
