Minutes:

Enrollment:

Enrollment data was presented for the civil engineering tech program.  Enrollments over the past ten years have shown a steady decline in enrollment in both Civil and the CAD/Drafting Programs.  Potential increases in enrollment are predicted for Fall Quarter due to Boeing layoff workers expressing an interest in these programs. Boeing would provide two years of training, which would greatly help our program.  A discussion followed on the need for civil engineers and civil engineering tech in the future and how to recruit them.  A State Steering Committee and Transpeed are presently involved in the recruitment of students.  Shoreline is also in close contact with the local high schools.

Curriculum:

The curriculum for the program was discussed.  Attendees were asked to submit potential courses and skills that would be of interest to them. With our limited staff, a discussion followed of possibly industry teaching our students some specialty classes, Saturday classes and workshops.   ABET (Advisory Board for Engineering and Technical Education) standards were discussed with the goal of our program to be ABET accredited in the near future. The first step in meeting this goal is hiring a full time civil engineering faculty member.

Software:

Berta Lloyd reported that funding was available to upgrade our ACAD software to Release 2002 and to purchase six more seats of Solid Works.  This software would then be on all machines in the lab.

Internships:

The intership program was very successful this year thanks to Perteet Engineering and the City of Woodinville.  The DOT is presently pursuing the possible use of interns. 

Recommendations:

Continue to review our program, pursue the possibility of hiring a civil engineer, upgrade our curriculum to meet the needs of industry and work to recruit students.
