Cosmetology Advisory Committee Meeting

1. Minutes

Meeting was called to order by Debbie Fischer at 9:10. There were no meeting minutes available from the May 10th meeting. Debbie Fischer will make sure that the committee can approve it at the Feb. 4, 2002 meeting.

2. Introduction of new full-time faculty

Debbie Fischer introduced Al Clinton, a new instructor for the Cosmetology Program.

Introduction was made from each member present at the meeting.

Debbie Fischer announced that a group of high school students from Shorecrest would be making a visit to the Shoreline Campus Salon in December.  They would come for a tour and then all receive complimentary manicures afterward.  Discussion took place about the Northshore School District paying tuition for its high school students during their senior year. There have been difficulties bringing this to fruition.  Debbie said she would call Dennis Milliken and try to resolve the dilemma this year.

Debbie Fischer showed everyone the new Cosmetology Student Handbook. Kay Hirai asked that each of the advisory board members receive the handbook. She also commented that it was very well done. Everyone agreed.

3.Choose a chairperson

 Kay Hirai was voted in as a Chair Person for this school year. Matt Armstrong stated that he would consider the chair position for the following year. 

4. Client Service price increase

Debbie Fischer passed out the new price list for the Campus Salon services. Debbie stated that it has been eight years since the last increase and it is necessary to increase prices at this time due to rising cost of color and other supplies. 

Discussion on marketing the student services followed. Some ideas were:

a) High school student body cards should be honored as a discount card. Robin Martin would like to encourage high school students to the college environment.

b) Marketing to senior centers and retirement home facilities.

c) Cosmetology students should go to the high schools to offer hair services to students.

d) Try to utilize the college’s marketing department for promotional pieces.

e) Don Schultz suggested Hair Cut punch cards.

Debbie reported that the price increase would help somewhat with their budget. It will help since the program’s instructional budget has been decreasing every year. The product supplies and equipment used for classroom instruction and clinic floor services are now being charged 25% to the Cosmetology Instructional Budget and 75% to their Clinic Revenue Budget.

5. Update on building remodel, new equipment and paint

Debbie Fischer reported that classroom walls were painted this summer and it really made a difference. Also new equipment (22 shampoo bowls, 8 manicure stools, 8 pedicure stools) was purchased for the school. 

Sylvia Orr reported that building remodel would have to be put on hold since there were heavy budget cuts from Governor Locke on all remodel projects. Berta Lloyd stated that this does not preclude Shoreline from putting a plan together for when funding becomes available.

Debbie Fischer expressed her concern with the faulty ventilation system since it is a health hazard. A new ventilation system and new electrical system is needed. It was decided that Debbie would craft a letter to Holly Moore, SCC President, expressing her concern and the need for repair and upgrade of the ventilation and the electrical system. This letter will be signed by the board chair, Kay Hirai and forwarded to Holly Moore.

6. Bar-coding system

The Cosmetology Program is in the process of implementing a Bar-coding system to be used for grading purposes on the clinic floor when students are servicing clients.  It will be piloted this year for study purposes only and ready for implementation Fall 02.

7. Pivot Point Textbook and Study Guide

Debbie introduced the new Pivot Point Salon Fundamentals and Study Guide. The committee agreed that this is an improvement from the Milady textbooks which have been around for years. 

8. Other

Berta Lloyd announced that Shoreline would most likely receive a grant to start the WA. State Cosmetology Apprenticeship Program in the near future. Kay Hirai asked the instructors to screen potential industry speakers who are giving the students big ideas about their earning potential after graduation from their vocational training. Many industry speakers are selling big ideas such as $100,000 per year earning potential and management positions to the students as a bait to hire the students. Instructors agreed to keep their eyes and ears open to potential misinformation that may be given to the students.
