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Criminal Justice Advisory Committee Meeting

Minutes – October 25, 2001

The first of two required meetings of the Criminal Justice Program Advisory Committee for academic year 2001-02 was held at 2:00 on October 25, 2001. Attending were:

The meeting began with introductions since both Chief Pentony and Chief Scott are new to the advisory committee. Lee Libby distributed an agenda and then gave committee members some biographical data on Dr. Forst, the newest full time faculty member in the program. He then told the committee about two new part-time faculty who have been hired to teach during winter quarter, both from Shoreline P.S: Sgt. Michelle Bennett and Officer Mike Phill.

Lee asked for someone to volunteer to be the committee chair for 2001-02 and Chief Pentony accepted. Lee then discussed the enrollment figures and talked about what is being done and what needs to be done to improve them. Chief Pentony offered the services of their School resource Officer and volunteered to place program brochures in the Shoreline PD Storefront Precincts.  

Lee then discussed internships and the need for spots in local agencies for interns to serve in. Chief Pentony and Peterson, and Captain Woolverton all commented on the success they have had with Shoreline CC students in the past. Captain Woolverton and Chief Scott both commented on the need for interns to have some degree of computer literacy. Lee told them how all his students are now using the Blackboard learning environment and that this should translate to more computer literate interns.

Online classes were discussed and the professionals in attendance all agreed that online classes would be a valuable curriculum addition for working police officers. When new business was asked for, the subject of a Police Dispatcher Program was raised. The chiefs pointed out that local dispatch facilities are operating with personnel vacancies as high as 30%. It was decided that Lee and Berta would begin to examine the feasibility of such a program.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 3:15 with the intention to meet again in early to mid spring quarter.
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
