Program Status Report

The program status report, which had been sent to the committee in advance of the meeting, was discussed.

Enrollment: The current second year class remains at 23. The first year class remains at 25. Twenty-four students have been accepted for the class starting in the fall of 2002. There were initially 180 applicants for this class. Of the first 24 accepted, 8 decided to go elsewhere. The committee examined the various reasons that applicants might elect another school.  Lake Washington has a new clinic and accepted 30 students and it is perceived by some students to be “easier”. Also fewer prerequisites are required. A survey sent to all of the applicants who we accepted was suggested to ascertain the reasons for either choosing Shoreline or an other school.  It was also suggested that the survey be open-ended to elicit the most truthful responses.

Equipment: A water distiller was purchased and installed. Distilled water is needed for the autoclaves and a few of the dental units have their own water supply, which also use distilled water.  The newer Cavitron units have their own water supply and Barb thought that by using distilled water, the handles might last longer than they have been.

Personnel:  Ann Whitaker and Rosie Bellert are teaching on a part-time basis. We have been given permission to hire a full-time replacement for Donna Bell who is retiring. There are 4 applicants for this position. A screening/hiring committee has been appointed and will begin this hiring process Wednesday, May 29, 2002. Lori Cantrell is leaving in June. Her part-time position of about 70% will also be opened. 
Licensing Exams Results:  All 23 students passed the National Boards. Eleven of these students scored in the 90 percentiles.  The WREB aesthesia was held at Shoreline on April 5th and 6th. All 23 students passed both the written and the practical portions. The WREB restorative was held at Lake Washington on April 6th and 7th. Twenty-one of 23 elected to take the restorative in April and all passed. The remaining  2 will take their restorative in June.
