Topics Discussed:

1.
Program Status Report: Barb explained the WREB pass rate figures to the committee. She also announced the formation of a degree completion program at Shoreline that articulates with Eastern Washington University. Enrollees in this program can receive a bachelors degree in two years. Dr. Kegel mentioned that a task force has been formed in WDSF to encourage graduates to go into teaching.

2.
Election: Dr. Kegel nominated Dr. Tracy Wayman to be chairperson of the committee for the year. The committee unanimously agreed.

Curriculum Revision Meetings: Barb explained the purpose of the Summer Curriculum Meetings. Dr. Willett corrected the minutes of the July 19th meeting to read DECOD (not DECODE) and Echo Glen Children’s Center (not Detention Center). There was a discussion about how students could be exposed to an Orthodontic experience. Suggestions were made regarding visiting the Ortho. Department at the UW or visiting a private ortho office. Committee members agreed that creating more varied extramural experiences would be a good goal for the program to pursue.

Disrespect: The committee reviewed the faculty concerns regarding the upswing of student disrespect including tardiness to class. They suggested that faculty be very specific in their expectations of students and the resulting consequences. Then if infractions occur they should follow through with disciplinary actions.

5.
Interview questions: There was a discussion concerning changing interview questions to try to elicit a response that would tell the committee if the applicant wanted to be in dental hygiene for the money or for more humanitarian reasons.

6.
Other: Barb asked the committee if they would be interested in viewing a computer application that has been purchased by the first year students for management of clinical information as well as patient data. The response was positive and it was decided that it would be a good topic for the next meeting.
