New and existing Dietetic Technology preceptor placements were discussed; the

Dietetic Technology Program has an increased enrollment this year and new sites have been added.  Our students continue to receive positive reviews from preceptors and to benefit greatly from their preceptorship experiences.

The design and content of the employer and alumni surveys was discussed. Feedback was obtained and incorporated into the survey make-up. Surveys will be sent out in April/May 2002 to evaluate how well our program is preparing graduates to work successfully as Dietetic Technicians. Input from returned and evaluated surveys will be used for program improvement and to update curricula  Survey results will also be evaluated, analyzed and written up in a report to document that the Dietetic Technology Program at Shoreline has met and addressed The American Dietetic Association’s Criteria 5.6 and 5.7.  This report will be sent to the Commission on Accreditation for Dietetics Education in June, 2002, as we continue to pursue initial Accreditation.  Our next Dietetic Technology Advisory Board Meeting is scheduled for May 23, 2002, and we will look at and discuss survey results at that time.
