1. Announcement by Linda Breiwick saying the the Bioterrorism Bill passed the house and senate.  This will mean the money will be available for education of clinical laboratory personnel in all sectors and programs.  HRSA to supplement this.

An article was published on the MLT Program in “The Enterprise” just after National Laboratory Week.  This was a result of working with the PIO to submit a press release.  Another article appeared in the Spring 2002 time schedule on Focus on Programs entitled “Choose MLT and You’re Sure to Succeed” featuring Sue Seegers a former graduate, an Advisory Committee member and a current part time instructor.

2. Welcome and introductions of Advisory Committee members.

3. Update of the Phlebotomy classes.   Phlebotomy Essentials, MLT 214, and Phlebotomy Practicum, MLT 215, were taught Fall 2001 and Winter 2002 this past academic year, and will be taught again Fall 2002.  There has been an ongoing interest in the class as represented by the class registration.  We are seeing that other health occupations students are taking the classes, and it has also served as a “leader” class for the MLT Program.  Our class next year has three applicants who found out about the MLT Program by taking the Phlebotomy class.  MLT 281, Special Topics, was taught 8 hours on a Saturday at the end of the quarter.  The class was an all day “AIDS/HIV Education” for healthcare workers.  Plans are to teach this again Fall 2002.

4. External Review of MLT Program:

Berta Lloyd reported that because Professional Technical Programs receive federal funding from Carl Perkins Funds, these programs are required to have an External Review process every three years.  We are looking for funding sources for recommendations made by the External Review Committee.  Overall, the report was positive of the existing MLT Program, and offered many marketing and staffing suggestions.

Linda Breiwick summarized the following:  External Committee members, the review book document and final report, meeting with students in both class levels, meeting with faculty members and the overview of the MLT Program report.  An outline of the External Review process was shared.  A “Wish List” was also given to clinical facilities.  This was an outcome of one of the recommendations of the External Review Committee.

Sylvia Orr suggested that the MLT Program letters on the cross training flyer be larger and come first on the flyer.  

Jackie Degler inquired about the BioTechnology flyers.  Molly Morse said that she thought they would be mailed again this coming summer, and said that they would again be mailed to MLT Clinical Facilities.

5. NAACLS Accreditation:

a. The Self Study document is due the end of June 2002.  

b. The NAACLS site visit is scheduled for November 15-16, 2002.  Linda said that they will want to visit several clinical facilities, but will not be able to visit all of them.

6. Clinical Practicums for second year students:
a. Linda reported that we have scheduled students in four practicum rotations starting April 1 (8 students), April 28(10 students), May 28 (8 students) and June 24th  (1 student).  Our students in practicum rotations have been a combination of an MT retrainee, two half time students in the second year, a microbiologist taking our classes and seen traditional MLT students. 

7. Practicum Sites:
a. We will need phlebotomy practicum sites for Fall 2002 and Winter 2003.  More student sites will be needed during winter quarter because this includes MLT students too.

b. Linda Breiwick reported that we will probably need two- 4 week rotations next spring 2003.  The contracts are returning from clinical affiliates, and it appears that we need just a few more rotations.

8. Other:
a. Wish List
Jackie Degler asked about getting more refrigerator space for the MLT Training Laboratory.

b. MLT Faculty will be developing Distance Learning classes to be online by Spring 2003.  The classes scheduled to be developed first are  

· MLT 197, Introduction to Med. Lab. Practice (hybrid), MLT 224, Parasitology & Mycology (hybrid), 

· Practicum classes MLT 230, MLT 231, and  MLT 232.  Discussion boards will be developed between 

a. students and SCC Faculty, 

b. SCC faculty and trainers 

c. students will enhance learning and communication with other students

c. Suggestion for the next meeting October 29th, is to have a Human Resource representative attend the advisory committee meeting.  Suggestions were Candy Tretter or Evelyn Maritvold.

d. Suggestion:  List graduate resumes on a website for employees to access.

e. Berta Lloyd talked about Workforce and Economic Development role in retraining.  They focus on how to bring retrainees up to speed in 1-2 years.  Workplace and Economic Development has a team of grant writer to help get funds for the program. 

f. Mary Stewart talked about Lab Tech II training with knowledge of laboratory tests and tube types.  The skills to answer the phone.  Sylvia Orr suggested a customer service course component at SCC.

g. Linda Breiwick talked about asking for a part time person with a medical laboratory background to help advise, prep labs, teach classes and work with clinical affiliates.  Could funding come from a “High Demand” grant?

h. Abby Hamad asked about MLT training and jobs at the University of Washington.  She is also taking a GRE exam and requested advice or suggestions from the committee.  Her dream is to help start a MT Program on the West Bank.
