Advisory board minutes

The Music Technology Advisory Committee met on February 13, 2002. In

attendance were Nick Denke, Barry Ehrlich, Paul Goldberg, Alex Keller,

Steve Malott, and Roger McRea.

Minutes from 11/28/2001 meeting were reviewed and approved.

Roger suggested offering standard Music Tech degrees as well as

“post-graduate” degrees. The group discussed the viability of certificates in

the industry and concluded that they don't mean much in professional audio

production, but are useful for student retention and building student

confidence.

Steve has begun developing an articulation agreement with TESC. Western

Washington University was also mentioned as a possibility.

Steve informed the group that he, Barry and Alex will be meeting with Norma

Goldstein and Carol Henderson to review problems with the 800 building that

are detrimental to the Music Tech program, including creating more lab

spaces.  Barry referred to the fact that the college is developing a

long-range facilities plan as an opportunity.  Paul expressed concern with

the model of 'one system, one student' and its relationship to group work

in a professional context.

Alex informed the group that the program is purchasing a current Pro Tools

HD system.  Barry discussed the need for a PA system for Luke Painter's

sound Reinforcement class and Bruce Spitz's new choir classes.  Paul

suggested developing a relationship with Mackie Designs.  Barry suggested

contacting the Media Center regarding obtaining a new LCD projector that

operates at a higher resolution as the old one is unusable.

Meeting adjourned at 4:30.
