Advisory board minutes

The Music Technology Advisory Committee met on November 28, 2001 at 2:00 P.M in room 862.  In attendance were Nick Denke, Paul Goldberg, Alan Goldstein, Roger McRea, Carl Petosa, Peter Ritz, Barry Ehrlich, Alex Keller, Berta Lloyd and Steve Malott.

Steve opened the meeting with each member present introducing themselves to the committee.  Roger McRea was nominated for Chairperson of the Board.  The nomination was seconded, and the vote carried unanimously.  Steve Malott was nominated for Secretary of the Board, the nomination was seconded and carried unanimously. A committee Roster was distributed and updated by each attending member.

Steve presented an overview of the four Music Technology Program degree pathways, as well as the two most recent Program Reviews provided by the Beardymple Group.  The floor was opened for discussion.  Alan asked if copies of the reviews and other materials are available to board members.  Steve indicated they are available, as well as copies of recent budget proposals.

Roger asked if we might have students each purchase individual laptop computers as a requirement for entry into the Music Technology Program and suggested collaboration with Apple, Paul Allen and Experienced Music Project (EMP). Roger spoke about seeing a demonstration of the new software “Reason”, and suggested using Macs or PC’s outfitted with Reason to teach the first Year Audio program components.

Paul addressed the space usage in the basement of the 800 building.  What is the space currently being used for and is there a way to use the space?  Steve and Alex responded that the space is currently being used for classes other than Music Tech classes, as well as for storage.  Barry recounted the history of the building’s space development.

Barry suggested we open a dialog with the Evergreen State College in Olympia about creating an articulation agreement in the form of a transfer Audio Engineering or a so-called “upside-down” degree.

Paul asked how we keep current on the use of technology.  He suggested checking with Evergreen (his alma Mater) to see how they handle keeping equipment and facilities current.

Barry said he felt establishing pre-requisites for the program, such as all the General Education requirements (English 101, Math 101, etc.) allowing the program to add other essential elements in the developing world of technology.  These General Education requirements are needed for all students receiving a degree, and are skills that will make each student more marketable.

Action Items:

1. Research pre-requisite channels (input, outcomes)

2. 2-tiered program (A-Professional and B-Continuing Education/Hobbyist)

The next meeting was tentatively scheduled for January 23, 2002 at 2:00PM in room 862.

The meeting adjourned at 4:15PM.
